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· Your @Cal Alumni Directory: https://cal.berkeley.edu - your connection to all Berkeley Haas students and to all Haas & UC Berkeley alumni (*note, data for Haas alumni is significantly more robust than data for other UC Berkeley alumni in this tool)

· Call to Action: In your @cal profile, list your preferred email address as visible to “Community” (drop down option under, Privacy)
*Step 2: Contact Alumni

· Find email addresses: Source direct student and alumni email addresses in the @cal Alumni Directory.
· If a Haas alumni email address is not visible in @cal, connect directly through the “Contact” button on the upper left hand corner of the alumnus’ @cal profile page, OR, reach out to Meg Roundy, meg@haas.berkeley.edu to source their preferred email address.
*Step 3: Connect with your Alumni Community
· Be curious.
· Request Career Connections: Schedule informational interviews to learn about alumni career and career paths, and engage them in the local Haas Alumni Network
